Background:

Per Section 6 of Generation Green's bylaws dated February 25, 2003, "the board shall cause an annual report
to be furnished not later than 120 days after the close of the corporations fiscal year (April 30th) , to all
directors of the corporation and if any members.

The report shall contain the following information:

Major Activities:

Meetings: The Generation Green board meets monthly on the 2nd Thursday of the month, at Round Table
Pizza in Pleasant Hill. The board met each month in 2006 except for March, September, October, and

Novembe, when there was no quorum.

Generation Green held its annual meeting of directors and its annual election of the directions in the month of
May at the regularly scheduled, May 18" meeting, in honor of Rachel Carson’s birthday, May 27",

Administration: Change in Board of Directors at our January 19, 2006 meeting: Linda Monroe was elected to
the board to replace Debra Brown, and Madam O was elected to replace Robert Haus. LMonroe replaced RC
Ferris as Treasurer.

Subsequently Linda Monroe submits letter of resignation dated November 11. 2006, and formally resigns at
our December 21° board meeting.

Fundraising activities/research included exploring USEPA Environmental Education Grants, CIWMB mini
grants, CCCSWA grants, and possible partnership with local Lamorinda Winegrowers and sustainability fair.
The only activity formally submitted was for a USEPA grant to do “traveling trash transformations” at libraries
and farmers markets. Grant was awarded and received.



Reduce activities have been stepped up with our award of a $4900 grant from the USEPA Environmental
education fund. Thru this effort we have updated our brochure and our website. We have hosted numerous
workshops and fairs and events. Providing information to inform the public on important choices we can make
in our daily life to reduce our impact on the planet. See attached midyear report. The $4900 received provided
us with additional funding that (September 2006 to June 2007) for several events in Contra Costa.

We also have developed a new liaison with boardmember Madam Ovary, a reuse artist who represents East
Bay Depot for Creative Reuse. With Madam Ovary’s displays and hands on reuse crafts, we have been able to
promote Generation Green Inc to the community and to provide information on recycling and reuse to a larger
audience.

A majority of our efforts this year were focused on the EPA grant workshop events. However two other
successful activities included: the Silly Hats for April Fools at the Moraga Library, and the Christmas Cork
Reindeer at the first annual Moraga Season of Light.

Reuse activities have included 8 recycled art workshops under the USEPA environmental grant. See attached
summary of events in the USEPA midyear report. We still hope to pursue our dream of a re-use center. But
board members all work full time, and opportunities to do full diligent research and budget business plan is still
limited. We did apply for Community Recycler grant monies, but the board asked for more details and
information on how the center will be sustainable.

Respect: Native plant society and awareness outreach during Moraga Beautiful week in collaboration with the
Moraga Garden Center, 2" week in May 2006, all natives 20% off. .

Teens for Teak Project was piloted with outreach to Ghana teenagers and youth. We anticipated a partnership
opportunity for Contra Costa County youth to have email “pen pals” in Ghana. Where the USA students study
and learn about old growth redwoods and share information with Ghana, and the Ghana students learn about

old growth teak trees and share information with US students. We had an excellent pilot project!

Students in US provided information and made computer posters and emailed them to Ghana. The Ghana
students were mailed supplies (paper, pens, colored markers, stickers, and more) who in turn made hand
designed posters and submitted them to the US students. Unfortunately the teachers on both ends, switched
careers and the project disbanded. The materials have been put into poster presentations and shown at two
USEPA events.
